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Economic Overview 

Argentina benefits from rich natural resources, a highly literate population, 

an export-oriented agricultural sector, and a diversified industrial base. Although 

one of the world's wealthiest countries 100 years ago, Argentina suffered during 

most of the 20th century from recurring economic crises, persistent fiscal and 

current account deficits, high inflation, mounting external debt, and capital flight. 

A severe depression, growing public and external indebtedness, and a bank run 

culminated in 2001 in the most serious economic, social, and political crisis in the 

country's turbulent history. Interim President Adolfo RODRIGUEZ SAA declared 

a default - the largest in history - on the government's foreign debt in December of 

that year, and abruptly resigned only a few days after taking office. His successor, 

Eduardo DUHALDE, announced an end to the peso's decade-long 1-to-1 peg to the 

US dollar in early 2002. The economy bottomed out that year, with real GDP 18% 

smaller than in 1998 and almost 60% of Argentines under the poverty line. Real 

GDP rebounded to grow by an average 8.5% annually over the subsequent six 

years, taking advantage of previously idled industrial capacity and labor, an 

audacious debt restructuring and reduced debt burden, excellent international 

financial conditions, and expansionary monetary and fiscal policies. Inflation also 

increased, however, during the administration of President Nestor KIRCHNER, 

which responded with price restraints on businesses, as well as export taxes and 

restraints, and beginning in early 2007, with understating inflation data. Cristina 

FERNANDEZ DE KIRCHNER succeeded her husband as President in late 2007, 

and the rapid economic growth of previous years began to slow sharply the 

following year as government policies held back exports and the world economy 

fell into recession. The economy has rebounded from the 2009 recession, but the 

government's continued reliance on expansionary fiscal and monetary policies 

risks exacerbating already high inflation, which remains under-reported by official 

statistics.

¶ PakistanΩǎ exports to Argentina ranged between US$ 35 Million to US$ 
51 Million during 2005 to 2008; however, in 2009 it was decreased to $ 
31 Million. 

¶ Fabrics is PakistanΩǎ major export item to Argentina; among top 20 export 
items, 13 are fabrics (Annexure A). Total value of these 13 products 
constitutes two-thirds of the total exports to Argentina.  

¶ Pakistan is one of the top five suppliers of Polyester fabrics to Argentina 
where an import tariff of 29% is levied. In case of Cotton Fabrics, Brazil 
alone holds fifty eight percent of the market share. Pakistan has no level 
playing field as against Brazil because the later enjoys 0% tariff applicable 
to Mercusor whereas in case of Pakistan 20% tariff is levied.  

¶ Other important items are Footballs, Surgical Instruments, Bed linen, 
towels and other sports goods. In case of these items, too, higher duties 
are major hurdle in exports to Argentina.

Preferential trade agreements 

1. Argentina is a member of the Latin American Integration Association (LAIA ), 

established in 1980 by the Treaty of Montevideo.  The Treaty aims at the gradual 

establishment of a Latin American common market.  Two types of LAIA agreements 

grant tariff reductions:  Regional Agreements (AR) and Partial Scope Economic 

Complementarity Agreements (ECA). 

2. Southern Common Market (MERCOSUR) 

Together with Brazil, Paraguay and Uruguay, Argentina is a founding member of 

MERCOSUR, which was established in 1991 under the Treaty of Asunción with the 

objective of creating a common market and ensuring the free circulation of goods, 

services, capital and labour among member countries. Initially only an agreement 

within the Latin American Integration Association (LAIA) framework, MERCOSUR 

acquired an independent legal personality under international law by virtue of the 

Additional Protocol to the Treaty of Asunción on the Institutional Structure of 

MERCOSUR (Protocol of Ouro Preto), signed in 1994.  The Bolivarian Republic of 

Venezuela signed its Protocol of Accession with the other four MERCOSUR 

countries in July 2006; in October 2006 the Protocol was still in process of being

With a population of 53,352 (2001 Census (INDEC) it is the second largest city in 

the province, after the capital Santa Rosa and the head of the department of 

Maraco department.  

It has a very important section dedicated to factories and what is known as a Zona 

Franca, a custom free area where products can be imported and distributed to the 

rest of the country.
